 It has come to my attention that there is a 

problem with certain backing fabrics, so beware. 

108 inch wide backing fabric from MaryJo’s that 

comes rolled on a cardboard tube, stretches as it is 

quilted on a long-arm machine.  Multiple passes 

during quilting makes the fabric stretch, pucker 

and pleat in areas. 

 I purchased several yards of this fabric for 

the 2011 raffle quilt and will not use it for the 

back.  The remaining piece will be used for 

piecing and the binding.  I will make it available 

for those who want fabric for comfort quilts.
