5. It might look difficult with daunting directions, but give it a try with some of those darn fat quarters
you bought 15 years ago before you cut up your next expensive fabrics.

A BIG Thanks to all who attended our workshop on Wednesday, May 26" at Linderella’s Quilt Shop.

That Fast Patch announcement really brought in our members! Thanks also to those who
completed blocks at home and brought them in. With everyone’s help (including Linda Sullivan, owner of
Linderella’s) we produced 120+ Four Patch blocks plus 40 half-snowball blocks. A good time was had by
all. This effort will complete one Fourth of July quilt top plus have enough four-patch blocks to go toward
two more quilt tops. | have background fabric for one more quilt top that needs to be cut into 40
background squares plus borders. If anyone is willing to take on that task this summer please let me know.

This was the last QOV workshop for the summer. If you’d like to continue QOV work on your
own, you could make more Double Four-Patch blocks in the red and cream coloration that we did
previously. That pattern is still on the website. We have some orphan blocks left over that would love to
be put into another quilt. Linderella’s has volunteered to be the collection point for these this summer.

I also have need of red, white and blue pillowcases for our completed QOV’s to be placed in for
presentation to the wounded soldiers. You can bring those to the guild meetings or call me to arrange for
drop-off at my house.

If anyone has machine embroidery skills and would like to create QOV labels for our guild to add
to our quilts that would be greatly appreciated. Let me know if you’re interested.

The next QOV workshop will probably be in October. Be on the look-out for the announcement
probably in September.
