President's Message 
 

 Thank you from your board of directors to the 51 members who responded to the “Your Opinion Counts” 

questionnaire in April. Not everyone answered all questions so the numbers do not always add up to 51. As promised, 

here are the results the board will be using to plan programming going forward. 

 

1. 28 people ranked a nationally known teacher as their first preference with 27 ranking first a program done by 

the guild members and 7 preferred a sewing workshop. 

2. 30 people were very interested in taking a guild sponsored class and 19 were only somewhat interested. 

3. As far as techniques go, the most votes were for appliqué, piecing and machine quilting, but all the other 

techniques were right behind the top three. There was a clear preference for small projects. 

4. The numbers were essentially evenly split on additional information on the teachers.  FYI, Gail always gives the 

web address for speakers so you can check them and their work out before signing up for a class. 

5. Only 4 people said they hesitate to take classes because of needing assistance getting their machine in and out of 

their car---that is simple to fix, just let us know you need a hand. 

6. 39 said they would participate in a sew-in after the meeting from time-to-time. 

7. 47 felt the current fees for taking guild classes were appropriate, 3 did not. Many commented that it was a good 

value. 

8. A total of 39 felt our current 3-4 speakers per year was appropriate, only 1 person wanted more and 11 thought 

fewer would be better. Many commented we should use more of our “home-grown” talent. 

9. There were lots of reasons why people do and do not take classes.  The most common comment for taking a 

class was to learn something new or they don’t take the class because it doesn’t interest them.  Several said the 

classes are too advanced and several said they don’t like beginner classes! 

10. It was basically an event split between those who would pay up to 6 months in advance for a class to avoid 

having to cancel a speaker and those that wouldn’t 

11. The comments on improving our programming were very useful. Many gave Gail  

very high marks for the fine job she and Cathy have done the last two years.   Many suggested using more of 

our own talent and that we can bring in from NC.  No surprise, everyone loves “sew and tell”. 

 

Keep those comments and suggestions coming as they are very helpful. 

 

Donna Clemens reports that she had a class with Lyric Kinard at Paducah and it was super.   Will still have some room 

for her class after our May meeting - give Gail Reilly a call if you want to get in on the fun!

Dear NC Quilter, 

 

The Board met on March 19
th

 to continue discussion regarding our future. Considering the decrease in 

attendance and lack of interest in filling leadership positions over the last several years, our fall meeting 

Sept 17
th

-18
th  

will be the last officially scheduled meeting of North Carolina Quilters. Our by-laws state 

the purpose of NCQ is to “foster the highest ideals of excellence in the practice of the art of quilt making 

through an active program of education and study.” We can be proud of having fulfilled that purpose. 

 

Dissolving a 501©3 is not an easy task. We will keep our name and a small bank balance. If, in the future, 

there is renewed interest in an organization such as ours, it may be easily reactivated. I will speak with an 

attorney about any legal ramifications of this plan. 

 

We are planning a big celebration of 19 years of meeting new friends, learning new skills  

and having fun quilting.  Linda Cantrell will teach her latest venture, “Still Life with Bottles”. See 

examples in the gallery section www.southernhighlandguild.org/lindafiber/ . She will also be doing a 

lecture, which is always full of wit and laughter. Oh, and we’ll have lots of door prizes. So plan to party 

with us and watch your newsletter for even more special surprises for our finale.
